At the third small bead.:

born of the Virgin Mary,

suffered under Pontius Pilate,
was crucified,

died and was buried;

and is seated at the right hand
of God the Father almighty;
from there he will come to

judge the living and the dead.

I believe in the Holy Spirit,

In preparation for Divine Mercy Sunday (the Second Sunday of Easter), Knights of Columbus
are encouraged to pray the Divine Mercy Novena with their families, beginning on Good Friday.
Recite the words and prayers prescribed for each of the nine days on the following pages, and
then pray the Divine Mercy Chaplet using rosary beads and the preceding prayers. This novena
was given by Jesus particularly to St. Faustina Kowalska (Diary, 1210-1229). For each of the nine
days, our Lord gave St. Faustina a different intention — a different group of souls — which He
wanted her to bring to Him. The Lord Jesus promised: “By this novena, | will grant every possible
grace to souls” (Diary, 796).
